                           Beginning Calendar Teaching

Note: teach only as much as you think your student(s) can absorb in one lesson.
1)Rote teach / review days, pointing to on a calendar,but not focusing on written word.

 Rote review, also, many times without referring to calendar.

2) Make up on computer, or hand-written and use word strips for names of days: 

Sunday, Monday, Tuesday, etc. Fold over and unfold ‘day’ part, to point out it is repeated.

    May accordion-fold them, also, to show slurred pronunciation,

        i.e. Tu/sday, We/n/sday, Th/rsday, Sat/rday]
    Student rote repeats / ‘reads’ them as you do it / (s)he does it.

3) Student puts mixed up day-words in order / or ‘reads’ them as you point to them.

4) Teach “today / tomorrow/ yesterday/ day after tomorrow / day before yesterday’ pointing to  

    each one on the calendar. ( Follow the usual Laubach pattern.)
   Check as usual, going back to previously taught in reverse order, asking, “What’s this?”

5) Have student(s) write in day names, and numbers for present month, on a blank ‘calendar’  

    saying numbers aloud as (s)he does. (Note: Must teach / review numbers first.)
6) Have students(s) write in ‘today’,‘tomorrow’,‘yesterday’, saying “today / tomorrow, etc. aloud  

     as (s)he does.
7) Teach ‘week’, ‘month’, ‘year’, pointing to on calendar.
     Teach ‘last / next….week / month / year’, similarly.

     Note: Our word ‘last’ has two meanings for which there are two different words in Spanish,    

              a) the last one of something = el último de…..

b) last ( week / month / year, Tuesday,etc.) = pasado

8) Later on, teach ordinals, esp. first to fifth,  i.e. “Today is Tuesday, May 1st” etc.

    These ordinals are also useful words to know for: 

        “ Whose first?… It’s on the first / second / third floor/ street; in the first / second/ third  

           block; He’s in the first / second/ third grade..” etc.
