                        Doubling the Final Consonant # 1
  If a one-syllable verb ends in 1 consonant, preceded by just 1 vowel, double the final consonant when adding “ing”.

Examples:  1)  get + ing > getting. The final consonant t is preceded by 1 vowel.   

                        Double the final consonant t, then add “ing”.

2) sing + ing > singing. The final consonant g is preceded by another consonant, not a vowel.  Do not double the g. Simply add “ing”. 

3) weep + ing > weeping. The final consonant p is preceded by two vowels, ee. Do not double the p. Just add “ing”.

Note: This rule does not apply to verbs ending in x. X sounds like /ks/, a double consonant. So it’s not doubled. Examples: box > boxing, fix > fixing.
