                            Doubling the Final Consonant # 2
You know that when a one-syllable verb ends in one consonant, preceded by one single vowel, that final consonant is repeated when adding “ing.”

Similarly, following the same rule, when adding “ed” to form the past tense of regular verbs, repeat the final consonant.
