                              Doubling the Final Consonant # 3

Remember the rule?  If a one-syllable verb ends in a single consonant, preceded by just one vowel, we double the final consonant when adding “ing” or “ed”.

We do the same thing when adding “er” -  to make a noun from the verb,- that is, to make a word for the name of a person (or sometimes a thing) doing the action.

( What is a ‘noun’?  “A noun is the name of a person, place or thing.” )

For example:  swim, + “er” > swimmer. The name of a person who swims.

                       The final consonant “m” is preceded by one vowel “ i “.
