                               Doubling the Final Consonant # 4

You have learned that a word ending in single final consonant, preceded by just one vowel needs to be doubled when adding ‘ing’, ‘ed’, or ‘er. ’

We do the same thing to adjective words – words that describe characteristics of nouns:  of people, places or things – when we add “er” or “est” to make the comparative and superlative forms of the adjectives.

For example:

       tan + er > tanner               I am tanner ( more tan ) than you are!

       tan + est > tannest       She’s the tannest ( most tan) of all of us!
