Using -es Plural Pictures for Reinforcement

For /s/, /z/ and /ez/  sounds of plural word endings:
[Laubach Way to English, Book 1, Unit C. pp. 39 ]


After the presentation of /s/, /z/ and /ez/ sounds of plural endings, review / reinforce by using cards picturing miscellaneous plurals - initially with pictures for just one of the sounds - then with the pictures of the three ending sounds mixed up.


1) Review / model the singular word, pointing to it in the picture



“This is a ……..and this is a …….”,


followed by the plural form: 



“These are ……………(e)s.  (/s/, /z/ or /ez/” as is the case.)


2) Model with several other picture cards.


3) Finally do the same, with more cards, but beckon the student to give the correct plural ending pronunciation in the plural sentence structure.  (Remember to praise, if correct.  Re-model correct answer, if not, without negative comment.)


4) Continue in the same way, with as many cards as necessary for full understanding and automatic correct response.

Note: for a quick review of awareness of which plural sound to use, you may have the student give the plural form in isolation; but it’s preferable that it be given within the full sentence form.
